STAY SAFE

Protect yourself by asking
questions and staying in
touch with people you
trust. Help should never
come with pressure. 

FINDING SUPPORT

If something feels wrong,
you can ask for help.
Supportive services  are  
available regardless of job
or immigration status.
   

Promises of work or
housing that seems too
good to be true.
Working in unsafe
conditions or not being
paid. 
Forced to work & live in
the same place.

Ask questions about pay,
hours, and housing
before you accept work.
Keep your ID & personal
documents with you. 
Meet in public & share
your location with a
trusted friend.

Reach out trusted
organizations or worker
centers. 
Save important numbers
in your phone. 
You have the right to
leave unsafe situations.
You are not alone.
